2. If during the course of fransport the appliance has to be transported horizontally,
the product must only be laid on its right hand side (when facing the door
front) and it must not be operated for at least 4 hours to allow the system to
settle after the appliance is brought back to upright position.

INDICATOR LIGHTS

There are three coloured indicator lights located on the front of the appliance
which shows the operating mode ofﬂm freezer.

Indicator lights slightly flicker. This is by design and not a fault, don’t worry. This
low energy consumption design is developed to achieve the lowest possible electiricty
use.

Green Indicator (1)

llluminates when the appliance is connected to the mains and will glow as long as
electricity is available. The green indicator does not give any indication of the
temperature inside the freezer.

Amber Indicator (2

This indicator will glow when the fast freeze button (4) is on and will continue to
glow for 34 hours until the fast freeze button is turned off. It will automatically turn
off after 34 hours otherwise, the compressor will run continuously while fast Br,eeze
button is on. Fast freeze operation is for freezing fresh food (See Freezing Fresh
Food, page 9).

Red Indicator (3)

Red indicator light has a built-in delay. On switching the appliance, it will not come
on for 24 hours.

This indicator will glow when the internal temperature rises above -5 °C and it will
automatically de-activate when the internal temperature falls below -9°C

Thermostat Knob (5)
Thermostat knob is located on the indicator light set.

Temperature Display (6)

Display shows actual internal temperature. When you switch on fast frezee, it will
display - 27 °C for 5 seconds. When you rotate the inob, it displays the new setting
for 5 seconds and then reverts back to actual temperature.

IMPORTANT :

When you press the fast freeze button (4), there may be a short delay before the
compressor starts to operate. This is normal and not a compressor fault, don’t worry.
- EO flashes on display (6) if there is a freezer sensor failure.

STARTING

Final Check

Before you start using the freezer check that:

Pobd -

The front feet have been adjusted so the appliance is level.
The interior is dry and air can circulate freely at the rear.
Clean the interior as recommended under "CLEANING AND CARE."

Insert the plug into the wall socket and switch on the electricity supply. Avoid
accidental disconnection by taping over the switch. Green light will
glow and the compressor will start running in about five minutes.

You will hear a noise as the compressor starts up. The liquid and gases sealed
within the refrigeration system may also give rise to noise, whether the
compressor is running or not which is quite normal.

If you are going to store frozen food open the freezer door and check
that the fast-freeze button is off (the amber Iﬁght will not come on). When
temperature reaches -18 °C or below, you can put in your frozen food. (See
Storing Frozen Food page 8).

If you are goin? to freeze fresh food, you must press the fast-freeze button. The
amber |igfht will come on and you must wait at least three hours before puttin
in your fresh food to be frozen. (See Freezing Fresh Food, Page: 9%

Front edges of the cabinet may feel warm. This is normal. These areas are
designed to be warm to avoid condensation.

We recommend that you set the thermostat knob at MIN setting and monitor
the temperature to ensure the appliance maintains desired storage temperatures
(See Temperature Control and Adjustment section).

Important Notes :

1.

If there is a power failure do not open the door. Frozen food should not be
affected if the failure lasts for less than 11 hours. If the failure is longer, then
the food should be checked and either eaten immediately or cooked and then
re-frozen.

If you find the freezer door difficult to open just after you have closed it, don't
worry. This is due to the pressure difference which will equalise and allow the
door to open normally after a few moments.

You will hear a vacuum sound just after closing the door. This is quite normal.
When you switch on, the appliance will not start immediately, because the
appliance incorporates a protection device in the electronics - wait for about
5 minutes.

If the freezer door is left open [Or ajar] for more than 60 seconds, the door
open alarm will be activated. You will hear the audible alarm ""beep'' warning
to make you aware that the door is not shut fully. As soon as you close the

door, the audible alarm would cancel itself.

TEMPERATURE CONTROL AND ADJUSTMENT

Operating temperatures are controlled by the electronic thermostat knob and may
be set at any position between MIN and MAX (The coldest position). MAX position
is -24 °C and MIN position is -18 °C.

The normal storage temperature of your appliance should be -18 °C (0 °F). Lower
temperatures may be obtained by adjusting the thermostat knob towards MAX
position.

If temperature fluctuates after you put in food, don’t worry, it is not a fault.
Please remember each time the door is opened cold air escapes and the internal
temperature rises. Therefore never leave the door open and ensure it is closed
immediately after food is put in or removed.

STORING FROZEN FOOD

Prepacked commercially frozen food should be stored in accordance with the
frozen food manufacturer's instructions for a frozen food storage
compartment.

To ensure that the high quality achieved by the frozen food manufacturer and the
food retailer is maintained the following should be remembered:

1. Put packets in the freezer as quickly as possible after purchase.
2. Do not exceed "Use By", "Best Before" dates on the packaging.



FREEZING FRESH FOOD

Freezing capacity of your appliance in a 24 hours period is 16 kg (35 |b). Never
exceed this maximum capacity.

If large amounts of fresh food is going to be frozen, press the fast freeze button
ideally 8 hrs. before putting the fresh food in the freezer.

It is strongly recommended to leave fast freeze button on for 24 hrs. to freeze the
maximum amount of fresh food declared as the freezing capacity.

When fast freeze button is on -27 °C will flash for 5 secondlz on display.

Do not freeze too large a quantity at any one time.

You may place fresh food to be frozen in any part of the freezer.

Do not close air flow channels while looding.

For hygiene reasons, always wrap food using a suitable packaging material
before storing in your appliance to avoid contact with the appliance surface.

Take special care not to mix frozen food and fresh food.

CLEANING AND CARE
** We recommend that you switch off the freezer at the socket outlet and pull out
the mains plug before cleaning.

** Use luke warm water to clean the cabinet of the freezer and wipe it dry.

Don't- Leave the door open for |ong periods as this will make the freezer more
costly to run.

Don't- Put hot food into the freezer. Let it cool down first.

Don't- Put liquid-filled bottles or sealed cans containing carbonated liquids into
the freezer as they may burst.

Don't- Store poisonous or dangerous substances in the Freezer. Your freezer has

een designed for the sforage of edible foodstuffs only.

Don't- Exceed the maximum freezing capacity (16 kg in any 24 hours) when
freezing fresh food.

Don't- Consume ice-cream and water ices direct from the freezer. The low
temperature may cause 'freezer burns' on lips.

Don't- Freeze fizzy drinks.

Don't- Try to keep frozen food which has thawed, it should be eaten within 24
hours or cooked and refrozen.

Don't- Remove items from the freezer with wet hands.

Don't- Cllose the door before placing the fast-freeze compartment cover in its

ace.

Don't- Leave frozen food at room temperature to thaw; the best way to defrost
food is to put it in the fridge to thaw slowly. Make sure you avoid defrosting
food or food juices drip onto other food.

Don’t Remove the pllastic cover on the rear wall.

Don't Damage the pipes on the appliance.

* New plug is wired correctly if you have changed the fitted moulded plug.

REVERSING THE DOOR

We recommend that you reverse the door before switching on for the first time.

Tools required: Small and medium size flat and cross-headed screwdrivers, a pair of pliers.

Spare Parts supplied in the plastic bag: The following parts, which are exclusively for left hand side fitted hinge operation
are supplied in a plastic bag with the appliance:

- Door fop trim hinge covers — there are 2 different parts, one for each side of top frim.

We suggest you keep all the parts supplied in the plastic bag and also parts, which have been removed when reversing
the door, in a safe place for possible future, re-use.

IMPORTANT: We suggest you ask somebody to help you when moving the appliance around and to hold the door when
removing / re-fitting hinges and the door to avoid any injury and damage to the product.

Please refer to diagrams supplied. To follow numbers in brackets below, refer to the main diagram.

Switch off the appliance at the socket outlet and pull out the mains plug.

Remove all loose items and fittings and food inside the appliance.

Gently prise off plastic hinge covers on both sides of front top panel using a small flat-headed screwdriver. (1-2)
Unscrew the bolts of the top hinge and remove top hinge. (3)

Remove door carefully off the bottom hinge and stand door upright in a safe place. (4)

Gently prise off plastic hinge cover on door top trim. Fit the other door top trim plastic off hinge cover supplied in the
plastic bag. (5)

Gently filt the appliance back against a strong wall on its rear side sufficiently fo allow the lower hinge to be removed.
Take care to protect the appliance, your wall and floor coverings. You can utilise the original packaging to do this.
